(Dr Who, The Avengers, The Saint, 
Gideonôs Way & The Baron), the 
theatre (West of Suez and Private 
Lives), and in films (A Fish Called 
Wanda, The Madness of King 
George, Clockwise and Tomorrow 
Never Dies).  
As the BBC said in their obituary 

ñwith a hangdog expression and 
lugubrious delivery, Geoffrey Palmer 
was one the best-known actors of his 
generation.ò The Guardian described 
his performances as ñperfect 
portrayals of male emotional 
incompetenceò. 
He explained his expression 

simply as ñIôm not grumpy, I just look 
this wayò. 

Geoffrey Palmer 
1927 ï 2020

O 
n 5th November we heard the 
sad news that Geoffrey 
Palmer, long-time resident of 

The Lee, had died. 

Geoffrey started out as an 
accountant, following in the steps of 
his father, after having been in the 
Royal Marines during his national 
service. The move into acting came 
when he gave up accountancy and 
became an unpaid assistant stage 
manager at Croydonôs Grand Theatre 
and then toured in repertory before 
moving into television in 1955. In 
December 2004 he was awarded an 
OBE for services to drama. 
As well as a well-documented 

acting career Geoffrey was a part of 
our community for many years. 
Essentially a private person who gave 
very few interviews he is remembered 
with great affection in The Lee. 

Friendship and fishing 
Bill Baxter remembers ñI literally 

bumped into Geoffrey over 20 years 
ago when I was cantering my horse, 
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getting away to do some fly-fishing as 
often as possible. 
He always took great interest in 

local matters and was very happy to 
give his time to local fund raising ï a 
good example being the time he 
invited several of his actor friends, 
including Dame Judi Dench, to 
perform with him at a Simon Weston 
charity event in the village. On 
another occasion he appeared in a 
pantomime performance as óThe 
White Rabbitô at Ballinger Memorial 
Hall, together with my wife Glenys as 
óPrincess Divaô. 

Duke, along Strawberry Hill, not 
totally in control. I apologised for my 
behaviour and introduced myself as 
his new neighbour. Geoffrey was a 
little short at first, but we ended up 
swopping pleasantries ambling home 
at a somewhat slower pace. He was to 
become a very dear friend, along with 
his wife Sally, over the coming years. 
We enjoyed much in common, a 

passion for angling, particularly 
salmon fishing, beer, horse racing and 
supporting Arsenal. Sally had 
encouraged Geoff to take up fishing as 
part of his retirement and he took to it 
like a duck to water. 
Fiona and I were lucky enough to 

spend several trips with them, mainly 
in Scotland, fishing either the Tweed 
or his favourite river, the Oykle. We 
always caught a few, but the great 
pleasure was the banter and the gentle 
chat over a pint at the end of the day. 
Even though Geoffrey was a 

household name and a nationôs 
favourite, to us he was just Geoffrey. 
A thoroughly delightful, generous and 
amusing man who would brighten up 
any room he entered. I know he loved 
The Lee and its goings on. He would 
often reminisce about the laughs at the 
Cock and Rabbit and all the local 
characters. He will be sorely missed 
by many from all walks of life, but for 
Fiona and I, the Oykle and the Tweed 
will never ever be the same.ò 

Campaigner and contributor 
Tony Rigby told us that he ñgot to 

know him quite well over the 
years. He loved The Lee with some 
passion and was deeply troubled by 
the prospect of HS2. Indeed, it may 
have been one of the key motivators in 
his move away from The Lee. 
When not working he enjoyed 

relaxing in the village, gardening and 

When I asked him if he would do a 
voice-over for The Lee Millennium 
Video he agreed without hesitation, 
even though I had warned him that the 
film was a somewhat amateur 
production! An edited version is now 

óThe White Rabbitô with óPrincess Divaô

Lee  (see page 17). Fortunately I have 
retained all of Geoffreyôs contribution 
ï a local memorial perhaps. 
Finally, I should mention that 

Glenys and I both, separately and at 
various times, had the pleasure of 
commuting by train to London with 
Geoffrey. These journeys were never 
dull as he had a wonderful ability óto 
put the world rightô.  I think his likely 
comments on the handling of the Covid 
crisis would not have been printable!ò 

The óSausage Doctorô 
Zoe Berkeley writes, ñI was 

saddened to read of the passing of 
Geoffrey Palmer. Admittedly I hadnôt 
known until now that he was óa localô 
and Iôm not going to be someone even 
close to appropriate, or knowledgeable 
enough, to tell you about his career and 
achievements, even though Iôm aware 
there are many. This is because to me, 
he was and always will be óThe 
Sausage Doctorô. 
This was probably one of 

Geoffreyôs ólesser knownô roles, I mean 
letôs face it you wonôt have known it 
existed under this title until now?! This 
was my take as a child on his role as a 
doctor in the Fawlty Towers episode 
The Kipper and the Corpse. Despite the 
chaos in the hotel, Dr Price (Geoffrey 
Palmer) is extremely passionate about 
his sausages throughout. He demands 
sausages for his breakfast to a 
bumbling Manuel who tells him óItôs 
finish, bye bye.ô He angrily snaps back 
at him óIôm a doctor and I want my 
sausagesô before chasing him around 
the table. Basil Fawlty then appears 
and pokes Manuel in the eye and tells 
him his sausages will be ready in just a 
couple of minutes as the doctor looks 
on shocked. 
My grandfather, Ballard Berkeley, 

played Major Gowan in Fawlty Towers,

On my birthday 
in May during the height of lockdown, 
one of my neighbours knocked on my 
door and presented me with a beautiful 
bunch of flowers. I was so incredibly 
touched by this. 

Unfamiliar territory 
I live alone, and Iôm a nurse, two 

things making lockdown just that little 
bit harder. For me there hasnôt been a 
lockdown as many of you will know it, 
because nurse life carries on. The extra 
pressures at work and living in an 
unsettling world, and coming home 
alone without the opportunity to 
debrief with someone else, has been 
hard at times. Lockdown meant I 
didnôt see my family and friends 
either, so my work colleagues became 
my family and friends. Iôm lucky to 
say that often my neighbours did too. 
As a born and bred Londoner, this kind 
of neighbourly spirit isnôt something 
thatôs too familiar to me, but itôs 
something I have come to love and 
appreciate greatly in living here. 
The beauty we have on our doorsteps 

makes the fresh air and the daily outdoor 
exercise even more pleasurable and 
seeing some of you along the way 
always brightens up my day.

working with very young children and 
they never fail to help me find the joy.  
Take the three-year-old who found it 
so hard to separate from his parents for 
the first two weeks of term and who 
now skips through the gate with a 
smile. See the five-year-old, who 
couldnôt grip a pencil, now writing a 
sentence and reading it back. Watch 
the seven-year-olds design and build a 
boat out of a variety of junk modelling 
materials which they have tested for 
their waterproof properties. They have 
since asked me for a paddling pool in 
which to launch it!

T 
hank you to everyone who has 
supported a neighbour or friend 
during the latest lockdown. 

Lockdown this time was very 
different with schools and parks open, 
two people being able to meet 
together outside, and medical visits 
possible. The Chesham Community 
Board has made Ã2,000 available to 
Chesham Help for Coronavirus, and 
funding is available to benefit local 
activities. You are welcome to follow 
our next online meeting on 3rd 
December when our focus will be the 
after effects of Covid-19, such as 
employment and mental health issues. 
Jane OôGrady, Bucks Director of 

Public Health, has just published her 
annual report which tells us that over 
50% of adults are overweight or obese, 
and the gap is widening in terms of 
deprivation. Most of us are pretty 
active in the villages and óMoving 
Medicineô promotes good health, 
reducing bone fractures and 

depression; we are amongst the best in 
terms of longevity. 100 years ago, life 
expectancy was 55 for men and 60 for 
women! Infectious diseases took a huge 
toll as there were no plumbed toilets or 
sewerage systems in rural areas and 
contaminated drinking water caused a 
lot of illness in Buckinghamshire. 

The impact of HS2 
During the last two months there 

have been several meetings with HS2, 
specifically to talk about traffic 
movements on local roads. Like Colin 
Sully, Jane MacBean and I are 
especially concerned at present about 
HS2ôs over-reliance on the A413, the 
repercussions of rat-running and the 
use of roads that were never designed 
for the construction of such a vast 
infrastructure project. HS2 trucks will 
be travelling north through Deep Mill 
railway bridge to 11 compounds and 
work sites. These sites are complex 
with just one Victorian bridge to 
access them. We will do our very best 
to prevent rat running through the 
villages and ensure that the needs of 
local schools, businesses and residents 
are recognised by the contractors. 

Repairing the roads 
Transport for Buckinghamshire has 

just published its plans for next yearôs 
resurfacing programme, and I am 
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pleased to say that a section of 
Chesham Lane, which I have pressed 
for, from Cogdells Lane to west of 
Arrewig Lane will be repaired. The 
edges have been poor for a long while 
and this work is overdue. 
I wish everyone a very Happy 

Christmas and successful 2021. 
Hopefully a vaccine will be available 
in the New Year and whilst we are not 
in the vanguard of coronavirus, we 
want our lives back! Please let me 
know if I can take up your concerns 
with officers at County Hall:

Year on year, the success of this 
project has grown, with businesses, 
organisations and voluntary groups 
across the county helping to support 
the appeal.  
Unfortunately, however, as we 

reflected on another successful 
campaign in January, Covid-19 was 
just beginning to take hold and has 
since gone on to affect billions of 
peopleôs lives around the 
world.  Sadly, in our county the 
divisions between the richest and the 
poorest are stark, and Covid-19 has 
pushed many more vulnerable 
families in our area to crisis point. The 
Social Care team are seeing this first-
hand though the support they are 
providing to those children and 
families they work with, where 

financial difficulties, unemployment, 
domestic violence and mental health 
issues are all increasing. Unfortunately, 
this also means that this year the 
number of families we are looking to 
provide support to is higher than ever.  
With the added challenge of 

offices being closed, a new nationwide 
lockdown and the need to minimise 
non-essential journeys, logistically 
speaking this year is also more
