I am writing in reply to the two
thought-provoking letters regarding the
churchyard in the last issue (sure they
must have been planned).

Butterfly Count

As part of The Big Butterfly Count
2023 1 visited the churchyard on 29"
July, a glorious sunny afternoon, for
the regulation 15 minute survey in
which time I recorded 51 butterflies
from 10 different species: red admiral,
comma, gatekeeper, small tortoiseshell,
large white, small white, meadow
brown, brimstone, painted lady and
peacock. Plus I recorded holly blue and
skipper after the 15 minutes.

Haven for wildlife

Earlier in June I noted 78 common
spotted orchids, an improvement on
the previous year’s 55. Does anybody
else note these things down? Along
with the birds species I have recorded
here — kestrel, tawny owl, chiffchaff,
blackcap and spotted flycatcher, to
name but a few — the site is a mini-
haven for wildlife which should be
encouraged; after all, they’re all God’s
creatures, giving pleasure to those who
witness the insects bouncing on the
summer’s breeze, with the insects
forming a vital part of the food chain
of the last three species mentioned
above. In fact, insects form the basis
of all life on earth, it’s the increase in
pesticides,  herbicides and the
obsession  with  tidiness  that’s
contributing to nature’s decline.

I personally know how Margaret
feels on this matter, as she ‘bent my ear’
on the subject whilst I applied gold leaf
to the family grave over twelve months
ago, but as the site has been maintained




in an environmentally sensitive manner
by diligent church wardens since 1995,
it now contains a greater variety of
species than the surrounding fields, so I
would say... “think carefully before
unleashing the strimmers.”

village where only Welsh was spoken.
My father then took a post in Nigeria
and spent the rest of his working life
in West Africa as an agricultural
development officer. We all went to
schools in England but spent
occasional holidays in Nigeria.

Carol trained as a nurse and worked
initially in hospitals in England and
Canada. She then began to travel on the
most difficult overseas assignments
mainly for the International Red Cross.
She worked in Angola, Ethiopia, Sudan,
Afghanistan, Pakistan, Myanmar, and
many other countries, often in remote
and dangerous locations, responding,
usually at short notice, to humanitarian
disasters such as the devastating
tsunami in Indonesia.

Our parents settled in
Herefordshire and when she retired
Carol planned a life in that part of the
country. However when my father
died it made sense for my mother to
move closer to us in Great Missenden
and we found the house in Sly Corner
which was converted so Carol could
live upstairs. Carol made a new life in
Lee Common, worked for a while in
the shop and was well known around
the village. Always forthright in her
views and sometimes feisty, those who
knew her well will also recognise her




kindness and generosity. She suffered
from poor health for many years and
latterly rarely left the house. She was
especially vulnerable during Covid
and as for so many this was the most
difficult of times. She was an
enthusiastic emailer and kept in
regular touch with her many friends.
She was devoted to her dog Cocoa
who will live with us until we can find
her a new home.

I and my brothers and my wife
Jane would like to express our
profound gratitude to the people of
Lee Common, whose genuine desire to
support those in the community who
need a helping hand is quite
remarkable. Carol’s neighbours in Sly
Corner have been wonderfully
supportive over the years, in particular
Sarah and Michael Dubus who have
been exceptionally kind. Sarah was
especially close to Carol and they
shared a weekly sherry and gossip, the
highlight of Carol’s week.

It is difficult to imagine a world
without Carol, a constant presence in
my life, a complex character yet a
loving sister and a good and loyal
friend to all who knew her.

Betty Fowler (1920 —2010)
Betty lived for 30 years in Chartridge
and then 30 years in The Lee, where
she was community nurse and midwife.

HS2 update

And it came to pass...
ast month I asked the question
“Whose fault is it anyway?” 1
concluded that, when the HS2
project was originally conceived, the
promoters really had no idea what would
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be involved, how long it would take,
what the benefits would be, nor what it
would cost; but the senior managers in
HS2 Ltd and the rail industry lobby
convinced the government of the day
otherwise. Then, despite the case for the
project slowly getting worse, successive
governments never had the nous (or
political will?) to realise this, even
though many economists, rail experts
and others have been warning them for
over a decade.

A Newsletter reader emailed me to
express this conclusion much more
succinctly than I had. He described it
as: “...overenthusiastic exploitation of
government gullibility”.

And so it came to pass, at the Tory
Party Conference 2023, that the current
Prime Minister finally worked all this
out. A bit late perhaps, but I suppose
better late than never. Interestingly, the
Labour party has also now accepted the
same conclusion.

Where do we go from here?
Well, to Birmingham from Old

Oak Common (OAC), that seems
fairly certain, although not until

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sometime after 2028. Beyond that, it’s
still all a bit of a mystery.

Supposedly HS2 trains out of OAC
(and possibly eventually Euston) will
travel on to Manchester and other
stations north of Birmingham on
‘conventional track’, but that raises
more questions than it answers:
importantly, how many trains and at
what speed?

The design speed of Phase 1 is
currently 250 mph and trains are on
order capable of running at 225 mph
(faster than anything else in Europe).
The lines north of Birmingham are
incapable of having trains travel at
anything near this speed and ‘through
passengers’ certainly won’t want to
change trains at Birmingham. So, is
there really any point buying ultra-
high speed rolling stock, if the through
trains are going to travel the bulk of
their journey at much lower speeds?

The problem is further compounded
by the fact that it would be difficult
(impossible?) to have some super-fast
trains and some slower trains running
together on the line between London
and Birmingham.

Why this still matters to us locally
is that if the design and running speed,
as well the frequency of trains, were to
end up being significantly reduced,
then a range of additional benefits
might still be possible for communities
along the Phase 1 route.

These are the questions that The
Lee and Great Missenden Parish
Councils asked HS2 Ltd when the
latest review was announced at the
beginning of 2023. We have now asked
them again and will keep pressing.

On the home front

Locally, construction continues
pretty much unaffected by the wider
picture, with ALIGN due to take over
some of the local surface construction
from EKFB at the end of this year and
the tunnel boring machines due to
reach South Heath early next year.

The intermittent local highway
closures will continue through the rest
of this year. At the time of writing, the
plans for road/lane closures are:

e B485 (Chesham Road): Full
closure (24/7): 23™ to 27" October,
then lane closure to 3™ November

e A413 (London Road): Overnight
lane closures 23" to 28" October
and 30" October to 4™ November,
then overnight full road closure
20™ November to 4™ December

e Frith Hill (South Heath Leg):
temporary road closure (11:00 am
to 1:00 pm) on 15" November and
6" December.

here are many subjects over
which the parish council has no
direct control, but which we
know are of great concern to
residents. Here are three current issues

on which the Parish Council is trying
to make a difference.

Dogs out of control
We have had some disturbing
reports over the summer about dogs
and their owners being attacked in our
area by other dogs. We have also heard
of more dog attacks on farm and wild
animals. Thankfully, we understand
that at least one miscreant has been
identified and action has been taken by
Thames Valley Police. Hopefully their
action will have the desired effect.
The law on dogs and their owners
is really quite clear:
e dogs should always be under close
control, when in public places
e dogs and their owners should not
trespass.

So... any dog that chases / harasses /
attacks other people or their dogs or
other animals (whether wild or farm) is
clearly NOT under close control. Any
dog that runs across crops or runs into
other people’s gardens is NOT under
close control.

The answer? Simple, when out in
public, keep them on a lead!

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Anyone being attacked by dogs
should report it to the police, using
999 at the time of the incident or 101
for reporting it afterwards.

Hedges

The summer has seen a huge
growth in roadside hedges, and we are
now well into in hedge-cutting season.
Any hedge or tree on your property
which overhangs the public highway
(roads and footpaths) or obscures
sightlines on the highway is your
responsibility. Every other road user
relies on you to maintain your hedge.
Also, if an accident were to occur as a
result of a lack of reasonable action,
you could be found negligent and at
least partly liable.

So, check whether your hedge
obscures sightlines or overhangs.

If it all looks too big a job to tackle
yourself, there are lots of people
locally capable of doing some serious
hedge-trimming for you.

Residents who identify a hedge
that appears to be interfering with
highway safety can also report it to
Buckinghamshire Council at https:/

Power outages

Fake news?

The area around The Lee has been
experiencing increasingly frequent
power outages. Many of these last
only a few seconds or minutes, but all
of them can cause real and sometimes
serious problems for residents.

Taking a lead from Cholesbury
parish, The Lee Parish Council took it
upon itself to record (with the help of
Forum members) all the reported
outages over a week in early October
and emailed UK Power Networks
(UKPN) and our MP with the results.

Most seriously affected during the
week we monitored appeared to be:

e Tee Common / Sly Corner /
Ballinger Road (HP16 9 JP, JR,
JU, X, JY, LA, LD)

Ballinger / South Heath (HP16 9
LF. LH. LJ, LN. LU. QL, QW)
Chartridge / Pednor (HPS 2 RX,
SH, SZ, S7))

In a UKPN report to one resident
they explained “... there were three
potential causes found. One was some
minor electrical defects, which has
been repaired. Another was some
debris on the overhead line, which
have been removed.

“Our team identified four sections
of the overhead line where tree
branches were in close proximity.
These locations are being surveyed by
our tree trimming teams and

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depending on access, we aim to have
the trees cut within three weeks (by the
end of October). We are confident that
once these works are complete you
will see a more robust and reliable
supply of electricity to the area.”

Another resident reported that
UKPN suggested that when the power
goes out momentarily it is often
caused by an ‘Auto Re-close’, which
recognises a problem and briefly flicks
the power on and off to clear it.

There has also been a suggestion
that as demand for electricity changes
during the night, the switching of
supply from one part of the network to
another can trigger ‘Auto Re-closes’.

Another resident, noting that the
cuts often occur between midnight and
2:00 am, suggests that “it’s more likely
to be part of planned maintenance.”

There is no evidence that these
outages are HS2-related nor that it is
related to squirrel or glis glis activity.

Whatever the causes, UKPN are
encouraging us all to call in so they
can build up a postcode map of the
issue. The best advice is to call them
(either 105 or 0800 316 3105). The
more reports / complaints, the more
likely it is to be prioritised.

The Parish Council is planning to
hold another survey later in November.

Bucks Business First held a
Business Leaders Lunch on 17" October
at the Riwaz Indian restaurant in
Beaconsfield, and has a busy autumn
programme for local companies.

Within The Lee, there are people
with many differing opinions on politics,
the environment, neighbourliness etc.
