A journey to
Lviv, Ukraine

t seemed like a good idea at the
Itime. Whilst in a local restaurant

with our respective wives last
autumn (and all slightly merry) my
dining companion and good friend,
Simon Denison-Smith, asked if I
wanted to accompany him in a pickup
truck to Lviv, western Ukraine. The
plan was to travel in a monthly convoy
organised by the charity ‘Pickups for
Peace’ with 4x4 wvehicles full of
donated medical and humanitarian aid
and leave both the aid and the vehicle
in Ukraine. Being a generally
adventurous sort my response was
obviously yes!

A Sunday in mid-October 2023
saw the two of us begin the 1,400 mile
journey to Lviv in our quite smart VW
Amarok pickup truck. A Eurotunnel
crossing was followed by a night in
Antwerp (good cocktail bars) and then
on to Wroclaw, Poland, with a night at
a hotel which was the former home of

Marshall Blucher, of Waterloo fame.
Here we met up with the other 10
vehicles and drivers who had travelled
from right across the British Isles —
not quite Lands End to John O’Groats
— but St Ives to Aberdeen. As we sat
round the bar and started to bond,
Keith, one of the charity’s founders,
made the first of many speeches.
“Your vehicles will be saving lives —
thanks to you, there will be families
sitting down to Christmas dinner
together this year with one extra
place”. It was a startling moment — i
all the frenetic pace of planning the
trip, we had perhaps lost sight of why
we were doing it.

An early start on day three for a
five hour drive to the Polish-
Ukrainian border. At the border we
received priority treatment but still
spent some time waiting in ‘No Man’s
Land’ for the formalities to be

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completed, remembering to switch off
positional information on mobile
phones before crossing the border into
Ukraine. All the vehicles now formed
into a single tight convoy headed by a
police escort. We were directed to put
on headlights and hazard lights, to
drive close up to the vehicle in front,
and to stop for nothing, including red
lights — wow!

Hand-over time

Some 90 minutes later we reached
the beautiful, historic city of Lviv and
parked up in front of the regional
Government offices. The next day we
attended a ceremony to formally hand
over the vehicles and supplies to the
army who then decide which vehicle
goes where and for what purpose,
knowing that very many are destined
for the front line to take supplies
forward and to evacuate wounded
soldiers. We were privileged to speak
with men and women of the Ukrainian
army, from teenagers to fifty-
somethings, all serving the cause.

As a group we visited the military
cemetery. The city has dedicated a
park which sits alongside the old
cemetery of Lviv (Lyczakowski
Cemetery) for the fallen heroes of the
city. Currently there are over 1,000
graves with up to five or six new ones
sadly being added every day. The
quiet stoic faces of the mums, dads,
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A possee of pickups

wives, girlfriends, boyfriends, brothers
and sisters tending the graves of their
loved ones; the beautifully decorated
graves adorned with flowers, so many
flowers; hundreds of flags gently
flapping in the breeze; and the
photographs of the fallen — so many
were leading normal civilian lives
until the war — accountants, builders,
lawyers, bus drivers — all of this
touched us profoundly. When we
realised that many were graves of boys
that were younger than our own sons,
the tears welled up.

Incredible courage

Our Ukrainian hosts went out of
their way to make us feel special. We
lost count of the number of times they
said “thank you” and expressed
gratitude. We were in awe of their
incredible courage and resilience; they
are defiant, absolutely determined to
prevail against the evil of the Russian
invasion — no matter what. They don’t
complain, they don’t talk about
themselves or who they have lost
(unless you gently enquire).

There was another dimension we
.had not considered. We were told
g repeatedly how much it meant to them
that a bunch of Brits are prepared to
drive 1,400 miles across Europe to
support their cause. These acts make
i them feel less isolated, less alone in

Q their single-minded quest. It’s difficult

I'to express how connected we now feel




to the people of Ukraine, and this
connection is so important to them.

It turned out Simon’s idea was,
in fact, very good. It was a thought
provoking journey — sometimes exciting,
rarely threatening, certainly sad
and humbling.

Since March 2023 the charity has
delivered more than 260 vehicles to
the Ukraine to help with aid and
emergency services. Simon and I ask
that you please give some thought to
possibly getting involved directly
with a convoy, or maybe just
donating to help the charity and
hopefully shorten the conflict and the
suffering by all it affects.

DIY waste
disposal

ollowing on from the article on fly
tipping (in April’s newsletter) I
was pleased to read an article from
Bucks Council regarding the change in
policy to allow for the disposal of small
amounts of DIY waste for free at
Household Recycling Centres.

DIY waste includes such projects
as retiling, renovating a bathroom or
even digging a pond. Simply download
a digital e-permit before you visit the
dump (print it or keep it on a phone or
tablet). 100 litres of DIY waste or one
large item such as a bathtub, door or
kitchen unit per week is free.

The permit expires after being
scanned. It can be renewed every
seven days. A great step forward that
will hopefully reduce fly tipping. See

The Lee War
Memorial

The memorial on The Lee Green has an
interesting history... here is a summary.
r I Yhe memorial was erected in
1921 and dedicated to those
from The Lee who had given
their lives during the Great War. The
memorial was organised by a
committee chaired by Captain Ivor
Stewart-Liberty, and the land on
which it sits was given by him to The
Lee Parish Council in December 1920.

The memorial was dedicated and
unveiled on 1% January 1921 by the
Lord Lieutenant of Buckinghamshire,
Robert Wynn-Carington, Marquis of
Lincolnshire. It was made a Grade II
listed building in March 2016.

It is made from granite and takes
the form of a Celtic wheel cross set on
a tapering shaft, tapering plinth and
square base.

Originally the cross commemorated
all the local servicemen who died in the
First World War, including six pairs of
brothers. Following the Second World
War the names of 12 men who died
during that conflict were added on a
plaque on the plinth. A metal plaque was
subsequently fixed to the base of the
memorial commemorating specifically




nine men, named on the cross, who died
at Fromelles on 19" July 1916. Soil from
their graves was brought back and is
buried beneath the plaque.

Unusually...

The Lee War Memorial is
inscribed with the dates 1914 — 1919,
rather than the more usual 1914 —
1918. This is because, although the
fighting finished with the Armistice in
November 1918, the war did not end
officially until the Treaty of Versailles
was signed in 1919; some troops were
killed or died of their wounds in this
interim period.

The memorial has now been looked
after by the Parish Council for over a
hundred years; it has an occasional
clean by a specialist cleaning
company; the grass immediately
around the memorial is currently
kept tidy by a volunteer resident,
Martin Williams.

e at Shop at The Lee are
continuously reviewing the
range of produce we stock

to ensure our offering is relevant to
our particular demographic. The main
problem with this is that the shop is
relatively remote and not big enough
to justify deliveries direct from the
supplier. The result is that we travel
far and wide to get around 90% of
everything we sell. This could not
happen without the help of over a
dozen dedicated volunteers.

We currently purchase much of our
grocery range from Booker Wholesale
in High Wycombe. Booker was
bought by Tesco some 4 or 5 years
ago and since then the range of
products for retailers has gradually
reduced in favour of the catering trade,
with a consequent negative effect on
our range.

Just lately this trend has involved
gradually replacing many well-known
brands with the Jack’s brand, a Tesco
secondary brand. In our opinion the
Jack’s brand is totally inappropriate to
Shop at The Lee.

In the future we will have to go
even farther afield to get the products
we want to sell and we now in the
process of exploring our options.
While this may cause a bit of
disruption in the short term the long-
term effect will be that we will have a
wider choice of products, hopefully by
brands you know and want.

July 1948 and most of the
credit went to Anecurin (Nye)

Bevan, the Labour Minister of Health.

He lived in nearby Asheridge with his

wife, Jennie Lee, who was also a

Labour MP.

However, in 1944 it was the
Conservative Minister of Health,
Henry Willink, who first set out the
guidelines for the NHS. At that time
Henry, his wife and four children lived
by The Lee Green. They apparently
occupied a semi-detached house which
had a croquet lawn.

The Willinks celebrated VI Day in
“August 1945 by inviting their
neighbours to a huge bonfire party in
Piddington’s Orchard, at Church
Farm, The Lee.

hen the HS2 project was
originally approved, the
government recognised that

it would have significant indirect
effects on many communities along
the route, who would not be eligible
for any direct compensation through
land purchase or other mitigation
schemes associated with the project.
To partly address this, it therefore put
in place two new national funds:
e Community and Environment
Fund (CEF)
e Business and Local Economy
Fund (BLEF)

At the local level, the government
also encouraged HS2’s Main Works
Contractors (in our case ALIGN and
EKFB) to offer local social value /
community support projects.

The CEF scheme

This scheme was introduced by the
Government at the start of the project
to support significant ‘legacy value’
projects in areas affected by the
construction of the HS2 railway.

The Lee Parish Council was quick
out of the blocks on this scheme and
secured funding for the replacement of
the children’s fort at the Lee Common
playground (£44,000). Many other
schemes have also been funded along
