Coombe Hill Monument 
To the Editor 

Carol Addisonôs article óThe Horse 
Whispererô in your June 2024 
Newsletter was wonderful.  
Carol sent me a copy of it, you see, 

because I am a proud granddaughter of 
John Frederick Norris, the young 
farmer who somehow managed to coax 
dray horses to drag massive granite 
slabs to the summit of Coombe Hill 
where the monument was built in 1904.  
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Iôve lived in Western Canada for 
most of my adult life. Iôve never lived 
in Buckinghamshire. Iôve never been 
to The Lee and surroundings (how I 
wish I had!). Carol Addison and I have 
never met.  
However, some years ago she saw 

my plea in the Bucks Herald for an 
elusive novel published in the early 
1900s, purported to be based on 
Dunsmore people. Dunsmore was the 
birthplace and home of my 
grandfather. My grandmother ran the 
village shop there. Carol emailed me 
saying she had found the book on a 
website! I was thrilled to pieces and 
astonished that she had gone to so 
much trouble to be of help. I 
exchanged a few emails with her about 
my Norris familyôs roots in Dunsmore, 
Ellesborough and Wendover. And then 
that was that. 
Then, out of the blue, Carol 

emailed me again recently. She had 
recalled that Iôd told her that my 
grandfather had played a vital role in 
the building of the Coombe Hill 
Monument, so she was planning to 
write an article about this for your 
newsletter. I had compiled a Norris 
family history book some years ago 
with the help of a Norris cousin in the 
UK, so I was delighted to share with 
Carol the text in that book about my 
grandfatherôs participation in the 
monumentôs constructioné and, lo and 
behold, you published Carolôs article! 
My mother, Ruby, who was John 

Norrisôs only daughter, left Dunsmore 
after she married. Sheôd been only 16 
months old when her father, then the 
tenant farmer of Lodge Farm in 
Ellesborough, was killed in a horrific 
accident at the farm in 1905 ï only a 
year after the unveiling of the 
monument. My mother was always so 
proud of her fatherôs extraordinary feat 
for which he had modestly wanted no 

acclaim. She often told me that her 
fatherôs giving and caring nature was 
typical of that of Buckinghamshire 
people who are known to go out of 
their way to be kind and helpful, even 
to complete strangers.  
How right she was! Carol, 

exhibiting that charitable nature, has 
brought my talented, humble and long
-gone grandfather to the publicôs 
attention. Almost 120 years after his 
death, he is being recognized for the 
integral part he played in the 
monument becoming a revered 
landmark to this day. 
Thank you, Carol, for writing that 

tribute to my grandfather. Thank you, 
The Lee Newsletter for publishing it. 
Thank you on behalf of all Norris 
family members, past and present.

party in 1886 which subsequently 
merged with the Conservative and 
Unionist party in 1912. With the 
exception of 1923 when it was held by 
Thomas Keens, a Liberal, the 
Aylesbury seat has been held by the 
Conservative party ever since.  
In 1974 The Lee became a part of 

the newly formed Chesham and 
Amersham constituency which, until 
the by-election in 2021 prompted by 
the death of Dame Cheryl Gillan, had 
always returned a Conservative 
member of parliament. We are 
currently represented by a Liberal 
Democrat, Sarah Green. 

New boundaries for 2024 
That brings us on to Mid 

Buckinghamshire. The new boundaries 
have been drawn nationally with the 
goal of each constituency having a 
similar number of constituents. Due to 
the rural nature of this constituency, 
almost by definition it covers a large 
physical area populated by small 
villages and hamlets. Indeed, the only 
town of any size is Princes 
Risborough, with whom we are 
reunited for the first time since 1945 
when Princes Risborough was moved 
from Aylesbury to the then new 
Wycombe constituency.  
On a slightly frivolous note, I 

wonder if Mid Bucks in 2024 will go 
down in history, or at least pub quiz 
history, for having two candidates both 
named Greg Smith (one Conservative 
and one Green).  
This Newsletter is not aligned to 

any political party so, in the interests 
of balance and due impartiality, I 
should mention that other candidates 
not called Greg Smith are also 
available (Wisdom Da Costa, 
Climate; Carissma Griffiths, Labour; 
Stephanie Harwood, Reform UK;

Part 2: Three wheels on

n my previous article, a few

Their finest hour 
online archive

A 
 national archive of over 25,000 
newly uncovered objects and 
stories from the Second World 

War was launched on 6th June. From 
the extraordinary to the everyday, the 
collection features artefacts and 
memories that highlight the diverse 
experiences of all those who lived 
during that monumental time. 
A collection day in The Lee was 

held in February 2023 which 
uncovered a rich yield of stories, 
photographs, letters, diaries and 
memorabilia that describe what life 
was like in that period, both for the 
people of the village who lived there 
then and the families of those who 
live here now. The purpose of the 
archive is not to glorify war but to 
record social history at a unique time.

Locally there is an account of the 
vicar announcing that war was 
declared at Sunday Service, stories of 
the Home Guard based at Kingsgate 
House looking out for parachutists in 
the Misbourne valley and dealing with 
unexploded bombs in Ballinger, an 
aunt cooking for the US 8th Air Force 
in High Wycombe, German PoWs 
working the fields, and a local lad 
fighting in the Ardennes. 
Further afield we have stories of a 

relative of Sir Malcolm Sargent who 
was a bomb disposal expert and 
church organist; the Luftwaffe 
interrupting marbles in Harrogate; an 
auntôs experience in the Land Army, 
an uncleôs experience training for the 

We also have a father who lent 
Churchill a gun, another grandfather 
who saw naval action in the 
Mediterranean and the Far East, and a 
father-in-law who saw action in Burma. 
Hopefully the archive will provide 

valuable source material for students of 
social history, as well as having offered 
a means for families to record their 
own stories in a highly accessible way.
