interfaith meeting

To the Editor

The next Beyond Difference interfaith
meeting will be on Sunday 23" March
from 2:00-4:00 pm at Chesham Town
Hall and the topic is Faith and
Community — the highs and the lows.
Our speakers include Councillor Arif
Hussain, a Bucks County Councillor
who arrived in High Wycombe from
Pakistan as a fatherless 12 year old
unable to speak English and who now
has responsibility for Bucks Council’s
seven million pound community
portfolio; Rabbi Neil Janes whose
stories of some of the extreme
challenges faced by the South Bucks
Jewish Community this year owing to
the exponential rise in anti-Semitism
are painful but essential listening and
Reverend Edward Millais from
Emmanuel Church, Chesham with his
experiences of being cared for as a
child by a small church in the remotest
area of Western Australia.

My interest in interfaith issues has
led me to study for a PhD in
Systematic  Theology at King’s
College, London. My fellow students




come from diverse backgrounds from
the Congo to Colorado. Emmanuel
(originally a refugee from the Congo)
made a great impression on my
teenage boys when he demonstrated to
them ‘the talk’ which all black fathers
give their sons to prepare them for
being stopped by the police — a
commonplace experience for him in
the United States, even when going to
church. Another fellow student, Pilira,
came to the UK from Mali when she
was in her mid-twenties where she
was a teacher. Her account of the
challenges of going to church in Mali
and now in the UK are fascinating and
our conversations include critical race
theory and the roles that church and
community play in this.

Both Emmanuel and Pilira embody
the motto of “Be the change you want to
see” within their church and social
environments. [ believe we have
wonderful examples of community
activity in The Lee which we would do
well to share with others. I also think
there is much we can learn, especially
from those whose life experiences and
world views are completely unlike our
own. Whatever your faith or world view,
please do consider coming to the next
Beyond Difference event. Respectful
disagreement is valued but there is never
any compulsion to speak. Our aims are
to deepen friendship and encourage
dialogue as we believe that it is through
engagement with others that we deepen
our understanding of ourselves.

Looking ahead our summer meeting
is on 15™ June at Chesham Town Hall
from 2:00-4:00 pm and speakers will
include the Bishop of Oxford.

How to read a
{ree

ith the evenings beginning to
lighten and, at least on some
days, a feeling that spring is

on the way up here in the Chiltern
Hilltop villages, I was put in mind of a
book I received at Christmas. How to
Read a Tree by Tristan Gooley is a
fascinating insight into the life,
behaviour and diversity of trees. The
book is subtitled Clues and Patterns
from Roots to Leaves. Walking through
our local woods I am looking at trees in
a new light. Trees are keen to tell us so
much; they tell us about the land,
water, people, animals, weather, and
time. They also tell us about their lives,
the good bits and bad. “Trees tell a
story, but only to those who know how
to read it,” says Gooley.

Some clues to reading a tree
In How to Read a Tree Gooley
uncovers the clues hiding in plain
sight: in a tree’s branches and leaves;
its bark, buds and flowers; even its
stump. Leaves with a pale, central
streak mean that water is nearby.
Young, low-growing branches show
that a tree is struggling. And reddish
or purple bark signals new growth.
Like snowflakes, no two trees are
exactly the same. Every difference
reveals the epic story this tree has
lived — if we stop to look closely.
Gooley writes, “each time we pass a

tree we can note a unique feature and
read it as a clue to what that tree has
experienced and what it reveals about
the spot we stand on. A tree paints a
picture of the local landscape.” Next
time you are out walking take a look at
what the trees in our woods may be
telling us.

Tristan Gooley is a fascinating
character who, as well as being an

award-winning, international best-
selling author, is the only living person
to have both flown solo and sailed
single-handedly across the Atlantic.
After reading this book and thinking
about what books are made of, it did
occur to me that it was, of course,
thanks to a tree I was able to read How
to Read a Tree!

ee Common School is known
I by so many in the area and a

number of you, or your family
members, attended the school in your
childhood and have very fond
memories of that time. We are so very
lucky that, in its 152™ year of
existence, the school continues to
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way to preserve the future of Lee
Common School. That is why we have
been looking at ways to work more
closely with local schools, including
Coleshill, Hyde Heath and Little
Missenden, to enable us to make the
best educational offer to the children
in our community and beyond and to
secure the future of all four schools for
the long term.

The Governing Boards of each of
these four schools set up a joint working
party to explore how to build upon and
formalise the current close working
relationship. Their recommendation is
that we consult on a proposal to federate
the four schools which they believe
would be the best way to ensure the
long-term sustainability of high-quality
village school provision in our
communities. Federation is where the
four schools would join under a single
Governing Board, but each school

The evolution
of Mothering
Sunday

ou may be surprised to
discover  that  Mothering
Sunday or Mother’s Day as

many of us now call it, originally had
no connection to celebrating mothers
or motherhood. Instead, it was a day
dedicated to returning to one’s
‘mother church’® — the place of
baptism and spiritual nurture. Taking
place on the middle Sunday of Lent, it
was a time for reflection on one’s faith
journey and a symbolic pilgrimage
back to one’s religious roots.

Over time the tradition evolved,
partly because returning to the mother
church often meant visiting family.
Those in domestic service or
apprenticeships were given the day off
to visit their parents and, naturally,
this led to expressions of gratitude
toward mothers. Gifts, such as
flowers, became a common practice,
shifting the focus from a purely
religious observance to a broader
celebration of family and motherhood.

In the early 20" century,
Constance Penswick Smith led a

revival of the traditional Christian
Mothering Sunday, resisting the
growing influence of the American
Mother’s Day, which was seen as
more commercial and secular. Her
campaign sought to restore the
religious significance of the festival,
emphasising its connection to faith
rather than consumerism.

The Christian journey

Today, churches across the UK
continue to observe Mothering
Sunday, maintaining elements of its
original spiritual meaning. Traditions
such as ‘clipping the church’ where
congregants physically embrace the
church or move around it in
appreciation, persist as symbols of
faith and belonging. While modern
celebrations incorporate aspects of
Mother’s Day, the festival remains a
reminder of the nurturing role of the
church in the Christian journey.

Local Heritage
List

t the end of January the owners
Aof 14 properties in The Lee
received a notice that their
buildings had been added to the list of
non-designated heritage assets
(NDHA) by Buckinghamshire Council.
These properties join the puddingstones
on the green which were given NDHA
status two years earlier, and will shortly
be joined by the signpost opposite the
war memorial. There are also 22 listed

buildings in the parish and three
ancient monuments.
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Local lists of historic buildings
began in earnest in 1970 when the
oversight of the lowest, formerly
‘Grade III’, listed buildings was
passed from central government to
local planning authorities. Very few
local authorities had the will or the
resources to maintain a list of such
buildings so in most areas the list
stagnated or was stopped.

But in 2019, in response to
pressure for the protection of more
buildings, the government announced
a new campaign with funding for 22
areas to create or improve their local
lists. Buckinghamshire was one of the
areas. Sites were nominated (by whom
is not clear), assessed by a central

panel and then formally added to the
list by the Buckinghamshire Council
Cabinet. This phase of activity is now
complete and nominations are closed.

So what does this mean for the
owners of the properties? The Council
says that it “should not affect you”,
and it’s fair to say that it won’t have a

big impact. Local listing does not
impose any additional requirements to
obtain permission for work (unlike
nationally listed buildings which
require listed building consent for most
work) and does not remove any of the
Permitted Development Rights which
homeowners have to make changes
without planning permission. Local
planning policies have always included
a requirement to consider the heritage
value of properties when deciding
planning applications, including the
impact that development might have
on the setting of neighbouring
buildings and the local area. In effect
local listing gives advanced warning to
owners and to neighbours that the
heritage of the building concerned will
be influential. It’s a good idea to
include in any planning applications an
explanation of why any changes
proposed will not harm, or might even
enhance, the features described in the
Statement of Significance of the
locally listed building.

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The demise of
landlines?

By the Editorial Team

here has been quite a bit of chat
lately on local WhatsApp
groups about the upcoming
demise of landlines, with some people,
especially those who have alarm
buttons, raising safety concerns in the
case of a power cut. What’s the truth?
We sent our tech team to investigate. ..

The official line...

BT/Openreach say, “Landlines in
the UK are going digital. The existing
analogue technology (the PSTN -
Public Switched Telephone Network)
which has supported phone and
broadband services for decades is
being retired and switched off.

“The good news is the landline is
here to stay. By the end of January
2027, the vast majority of customers
will be provided with a broadband
line, making calls the same as they do
today, but wusing ‘Voice over
IP* (VOIP) technology that uses an
internet connection.

“Digital landlines will be easier to
maintain and will underpin many of
the new digital services for homes and
businesses, providing a better service
for customers.

“Together  with  Government,
Ofcom, telecoms providers, charity
partners and key industry groups, BT
is working hard to ensure that

everyone knows about the change,
how they will be impacted and what
they need to do as a result.”

So, what’s the issue?

As Humpty Dumpty said, “When I
use a word, it means just what I choose
it to mean — neither more, nor less.”

The Voice over IP ‘landline’ issue
is complicated by the fact that a

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broadband-based  landline  needs
electricity in the home to power it,
whereas a copper wire-based landline
does not.

So, many people are concerned
about what happens if you have a
power cut and want to make an
emergency call or operate your alarm?
“Use your mobile phone” may be an
answer? But what if you don’t have a
mobile phone, or live where there is no
mobile phone network (like the bottom
of Swan Bottom and even for some
living near The Lee Green)? Then,
without a copper wire-based landline,
you have no means of communicating
with the outside world!

Those without a mobile phone
network can already use Voice over IP
for their mobile phones (using WiFi-
based technology provided by
Vodafone, EE, O2 etc). However,
some also keep an old-fashioned

simple telephone that can be plugged
into the copper wire-based landline
when there is power cut, and they can
then continue to ring anyone they
like. .. until power is restored.

A partial solution?
BT/Openreach can and do
sometimes provide a battery back-up
for VOIP so you can continue to make
calls for a while, but not indefinitely.
So, this is the real issue of

concern... if you get a power cut, run
out of back-up and don’t have a
mobile phone (or any coverage at
home), then you have to go in search
of someone or somewhere that does.
Not the end of world for some but
concerning for many.

The policy is clear

Thd= Government states that
“communications providers should
have at least one solution available
that enables access to emergency
organisations for a minimum of one
hour in the event of a power outage in
the premises, and that this solution

? Should be offered free of charge to

those who are at risk as they depend
on their landline”. They advise, “If




you have devices connected to your
phone line, such as alarm systems,
telecare devices or fax machines [does
anyone actually still have a fax
machine? Ed], you should take steps
to ensure they will continue to
function correctly following the
migration to a digital phone line. You
might need to upgrade your device to
make sure it is compatible, check if it
needs to have its own battery and
network back-up, or purchase an
adaptor to ensure it continues to
function correctly.”

If you rely on an emergency
service, if you don’t have a mobile
phone or if you live somewhere where
there’s no signal, your landline
provider should offer you a solution
such as a battery back-up unit. This
will mean that you can still make
emergency calls during a power cut...
for at least an hour.

In particular, they advise, “before
you change to a digital landline, let
your provider know if:

e you have a care alarm, health
pendant or security alarm that uses
the telephone line;

e you don’t have enough signal at
home to «call the emergency
services in a power cut; or

e you have a disability or any other
needs that mean you need extra
help with the installation.”

The Lee Gate Youth Hostel opened
in May 1965 and was erected as a
Norwegian style chalet-type building.

After 18 years there were drainage
problems and the structure needed
underpinning. The costs of maintaining
this building were not thought
practicable for the Youth Hostel
Association and a decision was made to
sell it. Sadly, the hostel closed on 17™
December 1983 having seen many,
many thousands of hostellers pass
through the parish.

HS2 Updates

Rocky Lane closure
eaders will be aware that
Rocky Lane was closed by the
HS2 project on 17" February.

This closure is expected to continue
until mid-August.

The reasons for the closure

The original Environmental
Statement (ES) anticipated that the
construction of this realignment would
occur “off-line”, meaning the current
roads would remain open and traffic
could flow normally until the new
alignment was ready to be connected
to the existing highway network. The
integration of the new alignment was
expected to require only minimal
traffic management, with short-term
closures. These brief interruptions
were projected at the time to have “a
minimal impact on public traffic”’. No
“major utility works” were identified
near Rocky Lane.

However, since the original ES it
has been discovered that the required
utility works are in fact far more

They acknowledged that a shorter,
8.4 km informal route via Leather
Lane is available for local traffic,
however they also recognised that this
diversion is unsuitable for heavy use,
particularly by HGVs.
